The 1st month of the Islamic calendar, also known as 'Muharramul Haraam'.

- Muharram comes from the root word        meaning 'something has been made sacred'.  

- It is a 'sacred' month in which some actions are 'forbidden'.

- Muharram is the only month which has the Name of Allah I attached to it.

- Prophet Muhammad r referred to it as the 'Sacred month of Allah'.

In the time of Prophet Muhammad r, Zakaah was collected on the 1  of Muharram.

As ordained by Allah I in Surah Tawbah; Aayah 36, the Islamic calendar is based on 
the Lunar calendar consisting of 12 months, of which 4 are declared as being ‘Sacred’.

Prophet Muhammad r said: 
“When people assemble for the remembrance of Allah I the Malaaikah surround them 

(with their wings).  (Allah's) mercy envelopes them. Tranquility descends upon them and 
Allah makes a mention of them before those who are near Him.”  (Muslim)

Nafl Salaah:  
Prophet Muhammad r 

said: 
“(In Muharram) the most 
excellent prayer after the 
prescribed prayer is the 
prayer during the night.”  

(Abu Dawud)

Fasting:  
Prophet Muhammad r said: 

“If you will Fast after the month of Ramadaan, 
then Fast Al-Muharram for indeed it is Allah’s month, 

in which there is a day that Allah accepted the 
repentance of a people i.e. the people of Yunus (u), 

and in which He accepts the repentance of other people.”  
(Tirmidhi)

Durood:                   Prophet Muhammad r said:
“He who reads a single Durood upon me, Almighty Allah blesses him 10 times, 
10 sins of his are forgiven, and he is increased 10 times in status.” (Mishkaat)

Prophet Muhammad r said:
“On the Day of Qiyaamah, the closest to me among the people will be 
Those who have read the most amount of Durood Shareef.”  (Tirmidhi)
